
The course is delivered by experienced educators, 
artists, curators and writers with extensive expe-
rience both in arts education and the contempo-
rary art market and combines skills development 
with an introduction to professional practice and 
career pathways. Through this approach, Apollo 
Painting School is committed to building bridges 
between art school and the art world, generating 
meaningful conversations and concrete career 
development opportunities. 

Participation in the programme is via an annual 
open call with applications reviewed by a judg-
ing panel comprised of internationally acclaimed 
artists and educators. The costs of taking part in 
the programme are means tested making Apollo 
Painting School accessible to anyone regardless 
of economic background or circumstances with 
fully funded bursaries available for those who are 
eligible.
